McLoughlin II, in the Office of the Dean of Harvard College, University Hall, First Floor.

Although the Office of the Dean will retain a copy of each completed form and will take whatever action it deems appropriate in case of an emergency, the HMC member participating in the trip listed below (the “Trip”) understands and agrees that the President and Fellows of Harvard College (including its constituent schools and departments, officers, employees, and members of its governing boards (“Harvard”) nevertheless assumes no duty, responsibility, obligation or liability whatsoever with respect to the Trip or the member’s participation in the Trip or the HMC.

For Route/Activity Descriptions, please note approach route, activity area, contingency possibilities, and activities planned. For Contingencies, please note in the same detail as Route/Activity Descriptions potential evacuation routes from each portion of the planned route.

Harvard Mountaineering Club Cabin
Departure and return; location and time:  
Depart from Claverly steps sometime between Friday evening and midday Saturday.  Return by late Sunday evening to private residences on campus.  
Route/Activity Description:

Take Interstate 93 N to Route 128 N.  Take 128 N to Interstate 95 N.  Follow I-95 for approximately 50 minutes until the split with NH Rt. 16.  Take Rt. 16 N for approximately 2 hrs, passing through Conway and N. Conway.  Continue on Rt. 16 as it makes a right turn at the first traffic light after N. Conway, and drive for another ~15 minutes.  Turn left into the AMC Pinkham Notch Visitor’s Center.  

From the visitor’s center, follow the Tuckerman’s Ravine Trail for 1.3 miles until its intersection with the Huntington Ravine trail.  Follow the Huntington Ravine trail for ~3/4 mile until the Harvard Cabin cutoff, which is on the left of the trail.  

Hiking, general mountaineering, rock,ice, or mixed climbing are all possibilities on an HMC Cabin trip.  

Contingency/Nearest Phone: 

The Cabin caretaker is certified in first aid.  Otherwise, the closest help is at the Pinkham Notch visitor’s center at the base of the Tuckerman Ravine trail.  The cabin is out of reliable cell phone range, but is equipped with a radio, and can easily make contact with rangers and the AMC.
Nearest Ranger/Hospital and Contact Info:

The closest Rangers and AMC staff to the cabin are at the Hermit Lake Shelters.  However, the Pinkham Notch Visitor’s Center is better staffed and is more likely to be able to assist in an emergency.
