Take T to Wollaston, take the right exit from the T and turn left (uphill) on Newport Ave. Right on Beale St. This is the longest stretch of the walk. Left on Adams. Right on Robertson; cross the freeway overpass and turn left. Follow the flashing turn sign to the right. Left on Bates. Right on O'Connell. Left on Mullin. The quarry is up the old rail line from the parking lot. 

Top-roped rock climbing, traditional rock climbing, and sport climbing are all possibilities on a Quincy trip.
