Depart Claverly steps ~8 or 9 AM, return to various on-campus residences by 8:30 PM
Route/Activity Description:
     Take Interstate 93 North for approximately 1 ½ hours.  Take Exit 26 to Rt. 3A West, and drive for 3.9 miles until reaching the junction with Rt. 25.  Take Rt. 25 West for 3.3 miles until the intersection with Main St.  Turn Right on Main St. and continue for ~1/2 mile until the intersection with Buffalo Rd. / Quincy Rd.  Turn left onto Buffalo Rd. and continue for several miles.  The Forest Service parking lot for the Rumney Cliffs is on the right.
Contingency/Nearest Phone: 

The Rumney Cliffs are outside of reliable cell phone coverage. The closest reliable phones are in the private residences on Buffalo Rd.  For non-life threatening emergencies, the easiest and safest plan is simply to safely transport the victim to a car and drive them to the hospital.
Nearest Ranger/Hospital and Contact Info:

There is no permanent Ranger station at Rumney, though on high traffic days there may be a Ranger in the vicinity of the parking lot.

The closest Hospital is less than 15 minutes away, directly off of route 3A.
